2019-12-314 REQUEST FOR MINOR DEROGATION NO 2019-08: VACANT LOTS, 
NUMBERS 5 081 585 AND 5 081 584, BEARING ROLL NUMBERS 
4872-81-8114 AND 4872-80-7082  

 
WHEREAS a request for a minor derogation was received concerning the vacant 
lots, numbers 5 081 585 and 5 081 584, bearing roll numbers 4872-81-8114 and 
4872-80-7082 asking the municipality to consider: 
 

• That lot number 5 081 585 having an area of 5118.1 m2 and lot number 
5 081 584 having an area of 3 375.7m2 to become the projected lots “no. 1” 
having an area of 4 297.1 m2 and “no. 2” having an area of 4 196.7 m2, which 
derogates from the minimum area of lots as described in the subdivision by-
law 216, article 38; 
 
 



• That, for the projected lot “no. 2”, the 12 m front setback on Robin Street 
becomes a lateral setback with a minimum of 3 m resulting in a total of 
10 meters for the 2 lateral setbacks, which deviates from what is required in 
by-law 214, Article 63.

WHEREAS the Planning Advisory Committee met to discuss this request and 
recommends that the minor derogation be accepted; 
 
WHEREAS the Council has received a copy of the request as well as the 
committee’s recommendation and declares having studied it;
